POINTS OF INTEREST:
e 0Old males are very dark chestnut while the head, neck and underpart are almost black.
e Males’ coats darken with age.
e Both males and females have spiraled horns.
e Bongos usually run with their heads thrown back and their horns parallel to their back. This
streamlining effect parts the bushes while they run and allows the foliage to spring back, making
tracking the bongo almost impossible.

e The only forest antelope to form herds.
e They have been known to eat burned wood after lightning storms. This behavior is believed to be a
means of getting salt or minerals.
e Bongos are great high jumpers but prefer to go under or around obstacles.
e Bongos use their prehensile tongue to grasp the vegetation they feed on.
e As browsers they are important to their habitat by keeping vegetation from becoming overgrown.
e They are preyed upon by leopards and sometimes hyenas.
